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Mission Statement:

The Library will try to meet the patron’s needs through the purchase of materials or through the ILL system.  The Library actively promotes and encourages the use of the collection.

Technology Statement:
In order to maintain a competitive position in the information industry and to continue to provide a high standard of public service, Langley Public Library offers a wide range of electronic services to supplement the traditional print services currently being offered. The long term goal of the Langley Public Library Technology Plan is to furnish all patrons and staff with the necessary tools, skills, and resources needed to function effectively in our technological world.
Goals and Objectives:

Goal 1: To keep abreast of the latest technology in regards to equipment and programming for the Library.

a. Assess new technologies and evaluate their usefulness in improving library services.

b. Determine the time frame for upgrades in equipment and programming.

c. Annual re-evaluation of technology plan.

Goal 2. To maintain sufficient budgets for equipment and software replacements and upgrades in addition to the non-discounted portion of Erate Services.

a. Ensure that the library budget includes funding to maintain public computing platform workstations, also including the non-discounted portion of Erate, and any expanded access that may be needed to accomplish other goals.

b. Develop alternative sources of funding to support technology innovations, including library budget increase requests, grant funds, federal and state discount programs (Erate Funding), Friends of the Langley Public Library or individual donors. 
Goal 3: To enhance the Library’s role as a community leader in electronic information sources, automation and automation training.

a. Provide the community with individual instruction and group training programs in the use of new technologies and information resources.

b. Maintain an awareness of the availability and usefulness of electronic reference resources, such as full text periodical databases, and provide access to them as appropriate.

c. Establish access to our online catalog on each computer workstation to improve usefulness to our patrons.

Goal 4: To develop the library’s web-based services and to increase the usefulness of the library website for our patrons.

a. Evaluate current web based services and plan for additional services e.g. virtual reference, audio and video content.

b. Consider the potential for combining web-based services with other agencies such as Oklahoma Department of Libraries.

c. Expand marketing campaign to raise awareness of what the library’s web site has to offer the community. 

Goal 5: To address the training and information needs of the Library staff.

a. Staff will utilize Oklahoma Department of Libraries Computer Lab Workshops.

b. Staff will attend continuing education classes as time and budget permits

c. Staff will provide in-house training sessions for volunteers.

d. Staff will provide instructional classes for patrons interested in using the computer workstations and automated card catalogs.

Goal 6: Evaluation of Technology projects.
The Director will oversee implementation of technology projects and will assess if equipment/software actually accomplishes the goals and objects set forth in the plan.  The Director will regularly evaluate the computer inventory and makes recommendations for replacement and repair. Director will review progress of all projects on a annual basis.

The following evaluation process will be done annually:
a.  Replace equipment exceeding 7 years in age 

b.  Review telecommunication use 

c.  Review telecommunication costs 

d.  Review telecommunications discount for success
